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The decades before the Civil War were filled with political compromises, new political parties, and feuding between different sections of the country. The issue of slavery had also divided Americans from the nation’s earliest days, and with the addition of new territories, the problem became even more pressing. Depending upon the Northern and/or Southern perspective, there were many possible events that helped to increase tensions that led to the Civil War.
